Matters of Life and Death — General
60 places

Books written by individuals who claim they have
visited heaven or hell have become best sellers.
The internet has also become a depository for
many such accounts. How should we respond to
these accounts? What does the Bible teach about
death, judgement, heaven and hell? This course
will present the Biblical perspective on these very
important matters. The hope of heaven will
motivate you to live right before God and the reality
of hell will help you see the urgency of evangelism.

The Tree of Life: Proverbs for Today

— Level 2

Biblical Wisdom Literature abounds in the OId
Testament. The Book of Proverbs, especially,
teaches us how to deal with the practical, ordinary
issues in life. Life’s choices, as Proverbs shows,
are clear-cut: The paths that please God bring
happiness, and the way of life that arises from

faith in the Lord brings peace. But the wicked and
disobedient perish. A person can lead a godly, wise
life only as he fears and trusts the Lord.

Come to
this class if you want to find out ways to relate to,
minister to, and embrace those with disabilities and
allow them to be a real, functioning part of both our
community and the Body of Christ.

for Aging Parents — General

Caring for aging parents is challenging - your best
efforts can leave you overwhelmed. Good intentions
must be supplemented with the practical aspects of
caring. This course provides you with an
understanding of the emotional stress which
accompanies aging, teaches you how to hear what
your loved-ones are actually saying and how to deal
with physical challenges which are a part and parcel
of growing older.

This course provides the believers with a biblical
basis for the practices and beliefs of the Christian
faith. Topics dealt with include water baptism, the
Baptism in the Holy Spirit, stewardship, prayer and
the Second Coming of Jesus.

Our lives cannot be compartmentalised into the
sacred and secular. Christian business leaders
have the chance to play a pivotal role in
spreading the gospel and transforming society
through their business. But seizing this
opportunity requires thinking differently about
God, about His Kingdom, about His purposes in
the world, and about business.
