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Introduction

What was the basis of his abiding joy, faithful service and the conviction that something better always laid ahead?

1. A Faith focused on God the Father (Ephesians 1:3-6)

a. We have a relationship with the Father (1:17)

b. We rest on the ability and purpose of the Father (1:18-19a)

c. We are confident because of the faithfulness of the Father (1: 19b - 23)

2. A Faith grounded on a knowledge of the completed work of Jesus (Ephesians 2:1-10)

a. We have been redeemed from our past (2:1-5)

b. We live under His authority (2:6-8)

c. We have a work to do (2:9-10)

3. A Faith energized by the insights and empowerment of the Holy Spirit (3:1-1-21)

a. We have His abiding Presence (1:13-24, 2: 22)

b. We have the privilege of His teaching and guidance (1:17-19)

c. We have the experience of His empowerment (3:16)
