Live Deeply In Christ ~ NAMES OF THE ANTICHRIST

“Antichrist” can mean either “against Christ” or “instead of Christ” or both meaning in the guise of Christ.  The name “antichrist” is only found in John’s Epistle.  But some Bible writers have definite terms used of him as follows:- 

1.
The Beast

Revelation 13:1  -  “Then I stood on the sand of the sea. And I saw a beast rising up out of the sea, having seven heads and ten horns, and on his horns ten crowns, and on his heads a blasphemous name.”

2.
King of Fierce Countenance

Daniel 8:23 -  “And in the latter time of their kingdom, when the transgressors have reached their fullness, a king shall arise, having fierce features, who understands sinister schemes.”

3.
Man of Sin / Son of Perdition

II Thessaloanian 2:3 - “Let no one deceive you by any means; for that Day will not come unless the falling away comes first, and the man of sin is revealed, the son of perdition,”

4.
The Lawless / Wicked

II Thessalonian 2:8  “And then the lawless one will be revealed, whom the Lord will consume with the breath of His mouth and destroy with the brightness of His coming”.

5.
Paul’s account of apostasy before Christ’s return  (II Thess. 2:1-10)  

CHARACTER OF THE ANTICHRIST

The personal character of the Antichrist may be described as follows:
(1) High intelligence—Rev. 13:18; Dan. 7:8.

Revelation 13:18 – an economic genius

“Here is wisdom. Let him who has understanding calculate the number of the beast, for it is the number of a man: His number is 666.”

(2) Great speaking ability—Dan. 7:8; Rev. 13:5.

Revelation 13:5 – an orator

“And he was given a mouth speaking great things and blasphemies, and he was given authority to continue for forty-two months.”

(3) Crafty political talents—Dan. 9:27; Rev. 17:12, 13, 17.

Revelation 17:12, 13, 17 – a political genius
12 “The ten horns which you saw are ten kings who have received no kingdom as yet, but they receive authority for one hour as kings with the beast. 13 These are of one mind, and they will give their power and authority to the beast.. 17 For God has put it into their hearts to fulfill His purpose, to be of one mind, and to give their kingdom to the beast, until the words of God are fulfilled. 

(4) Strong physical appearance – Charismatic person


Daniel 7:20

“and the ten horns that were on its head, and the other horn which came up, before which three fell, namely, that horn which had eyes and a mouth which spoke pompous words, whose appearance was greater than his fellows.

(5) Military genius—Rev. 13:4; 17:14; 19:19.


Revelation 13:4

“So they worshiped the dragon who gave authority to the beast; and they worshiped the beast, saying, “Who is like the beast? Who is able to make war with him?”

(6) Morally, the worse personage

(a) Materialistic


Daniel 11:38

“But in their place he shall honor a god of fortresses; and a god which his fathers did not know he shall honor with gold and silver, with precious stones and pleasant things.”

(b) Blasphemer


Revelation 13:6

“Then he opened his mouth in blasphemy against God, to blaspheme His name, His tabernacle, and those who dwell in heaven.”


(c) Against the Law


II Thessalonians 2:8

“And then the lawless one will be revealed, whom the Lord will consume with the breath of His mouth and destroy with the brightness of His coming.”


(d) Selfish ambition—Dan. 11:36, 37; II Thess. 2:4.

II Thessalonians 2:4

“who opposes and exalts himself above all that is called God or that is worshiped, so that he sits as God in the temple of God, showing himself that he is God.”


(e) Tries to change prophecy and history



Daniel 7:25

“He shall speak pompous words against the Most High, shall persecute the saints of the Most High, and shall intend to change times and law. Then the saints shall be given into his hand for a time and times and half a time.”


(f) Substitutes self for God—Dan. 11:36; II Thess. 2:4.

Daniel 11:36

“Then the king shall do according to his own will: he shall exalt and magnify himself above every god, shall speak blasphemies against the God of gods, and shall prosper till the wrath has been accomplished; for what has been determined shall be done.”

DOCTRINES OF ANTICHRIST ABOUT CHRIST

(1)
Denies the Father and the Son


1 John 2:23

“Whoever denies the Son does not have the Father either; he who acknowledges the Son has the Father also.”

(2)
Denies Jesus as the Christ


1 John 2:22

“Who is a liar but he who denies that Jesus is the Christ? He is antichrist who denies the Father and the Son.”

(3)
Denies Jesus came in the flesh

1 John 1:7

“But if we walk in the light as He is in the light, we have fellowship with one another, and the blood of Jesus Christ His Son cleanses us from all sin”

1 John 4:3

“and every spirit that does not confess that Jesus Christ has come in the flesh is not of God. And this is the spirit of the Antichrist, which you have heard was coming, and is now already in the world.”

(4)
They do not deny the existence of Christ but what the true Christ, who became flesh, to be the Savior of mankind so that many may have fellowship with the true God, our Father.
