Daniel is commonly known as a prophet.  And he rightly did spoke prophetically concerning the future of Israel and the future events in this world.



But if you were to read the book of Daniel without this prior knowledge of his office as a prophet, you will find that Daniel served as a high official in the courts of Babylon.  



Daniel is more of a layman serving in the government office and serving God with a faithful heart.

A STAND THAT LEADS TO A STEP (Dan 2:1-23 )

To be successful is not dependent on gifting, talent, and good opportunities. 

One needs to depend on prayers, and the prayer of your friends (or prayer partners). 

God has position Daniel and his 3 friends (Hananiah, Mishad, Azariah) as His vessels of glory.

God uses His people as channel of His wisdom, and for the manifestation of the miraculous.

INTEGRITY VERSUS INTRIGUE (Dan 3:1-29)

There are certain things that happen or “causes” in our environment in which the bottom-line issue of spiritual integrity will bring our dual loyalties into irreconcilable conflict.

We cannot serve both the kingdom of God and the kingdom of this world (or office).

You may be “the minority” in your work place.

But God want to show His miraculous power.  And He can only show forth His power through you and not through the unbelievers.

A MIRACLE AND A MESSAGE (Dan 5:1-30)

A miracle may cause a person to sit up and take notice of the situation that he is in.

But that does not guarantee a long-term change.

The “handwriting on the wall” signifies a final warning just before the end.

We must respond quickly at the earliest signs of it, so that we might walk righteously and prosper in His ways.

4. THE MARTYR OR THE MIRACULOUS (Dan 6:1-26)

After 6 decades (60 years) of service in a foreign nation, Daniel faces a situation like his 3 friends in the fiery furnace faced.

Not everyone who makes such a stand for God is delivered from punishment, deprivation, and death.

God honours all those who honour Him.

Concl.  :  
Daniel has left us an excellent example not only as a man of God as in a prophetic sense, but he is more a man of God in the “market place”.


He was excellent in:

· his faith

· work place

· work attitude and qualities

· testimony

· courage

Whether we are facing the fiery furnace or the lion’s den the key to permanent and on going success in the Lord is commitment to the purpose of God in our lives and to His honour.
