Title: Believe in Your Dream

Text: Romans 3:1-6

(Romans 3:1-6)
“1 What advantage then has the Jew, or what is the profit of circumcision?  2 Much in every way! Chiefly because to them were committed the oracles of God. 3 For what if some did not believe? Will their unbelief make the faithfulness of God without effect? 4 Certainly not! Indeed, let God be true but every man a liar. As it is written:“That You may be justified in Your words, and may overcome when You are judged. 5 But if our unrighteousness demonstrates the righteousness of God, what shall we say? Is God unjust who inflicts wrath? (I speak as a man.) 6 Certainly not!  For then how will God judge the world?”

INTRODUCTION:  JOSEPH HAD A DREAM (Genesis 37:5-11)
· Your dreams will have both the elements of breaking and making you
· Breaking and making is God’s way of fulfilling your dream
· When you go through the breaking, believe in your dream – God is faithful!

(Deuteronomy 7:9)
“Therefore know that the LORD your God, He is God, the faithful God who keeps covenant and mercy for a thousand generations with those who love Him and keep His commandments;”



(1 Corinthians 1:9)
“God is faithful, by whom you were called into the fellowship of His Son, Jesus Christ our Lord.”



(Hebrews 10:23)
“Let us hold fast the confession of our hope without wavering, for He who promised is faithful.”

· Romans 3:1-2 asked the question, “Where is the advantage or profit?”
· It is not your race, religion or works but because you have the “oracles of God”. 

You have God’s promises, covenant or God’s Word.
· It is God who keeps His promise that justifies and gives you the victory - not because others believe in your dream.
· You can say to others, “You don’t have to believe in my dream for it to come true”.
· The Bible is theocratic and not democratic
· God does not need the majority to make His will come to pass.
· Governments and societies do but not God
· We live in a democratic system - this is the problem we face when we do the will of God.
· You can say to others “You don’t have to believe in my dream”.
· If Joseph took a vote on God’s dream for his life – he would have been voted down by his brothers. 
· God specializes in working with minorities

(1 Corinthians 1:26-28)
26 For you see your calling, brethren, that not many wise according to the flesh, not many mighty, not many noble, are called. 27 But God has chosen the foolish things of the world to 
put to shame the wise, and God has chosen the weak things of the world to put to shame the things which are mighty; 28 and the base things of the world and the things which are despised God has chosen, and the things which are not, to bring to nothing the things that are,
· People who are most admired and given greatest recognition are those who are dead.

They were criticized when they were alive. 

TO BELIEVE YOUR DREAMS, YOU NEED TO DO THREE THINGS
· Determine the source of your dream - Where did it come from?
· It can come from seeing what others do and you want to outdo them.

This comes from pride.
· It can come from revenge, jealousy, greed and of the flesh
This is carnal.

· It can come from God (like Joseph). If so, you don’t need others to believe in your dream – Just do it!

· Determine the resources - Who do you depend on?
God will use what you have, not what you do not have.

You may not have much, but are you using what you have?
· Elisha and the woman who had oil  (2 Kings 4:2-7)
· Elijah and the widow woman (1 Kings 17:12-15)
· The boy with five loaves and 2 fishes  (Matthew 14:16-21)
· What do you have?  Can you depend on God?

(Ephesians 3:20)
“Now to Him who is able to do exceedingly abundantly above all that we ask or think, according to the power that works in us,”

It is God who works in you. It is for us to work it out.

· Don’t let your dream intimidate you
Dream like fool!
Can you imagine what the people must have thought of
· Abraham and Sarah

· Joseph’s father and brothers about Joseph
· The mother of Moses
