TEXT: MATTHEW 6:11-13

· God clearly reveals His purpose in the Bible – to redeem mankind and reestablish His sovereign rule.

· God intends to fulfill His mission purpose through His children.  He blesses them in order that they may be his agents of blessing to the world. (Genesis 12:1-3)

· If we want to follow and do God’s will, it can be done because the Lord’s Prayer gives us the ingredients of how to.

OUR FATHER IN HEAVEN

· Reaffirm that relationship with our Heavenly Father.

HALLOWED BE YOUR NAME

· Respect and reverence for who God is.

YOUR KINGDOM COME

· Acknowledge His rule and kingship over our life.

· We know God can and will bless us because the Lord’s Prayer calls for it.

“Give Us Today Our Daily Bread” (v11)

· “daily bread” speaks of PROVISION

· “today” speaks of now, presently

· “give us” speaks of asking for more than for myself.

TAKE NOTE of DEUTERONOMY 8:10-18 – Do not forget God and His purpose of blessing you.

2.
“Forgive us our debts, as we also have forgiven our debtors” (v12)

· “Forgive us our debts” speaks of PARDON

· “debts, debtors” speaks of things done, of the past

· “forgiven our debtors” speaks of pardoning others – we need a right attitude towards every person all the time.

Take note of COL 3:12, 13 – As God’s chosen ones we are privileged to experience His forgiveness even as we forgives others.

3.
“And lead us not into temptation but deliver us from the evil one” (v13)

· “but deliver us from the evil one” speaks of POWER for our life.

· “temptation” speaks of what may be ahead – the future.

· “us” speaks of inclusiveness and not exclusiveness.

Take note of EPH 6:13-18, I COR 12:7-11 and GAL 5:22-25.  Jesus Christ alive in us through the power of the Holy Spirit makes us overcomers and conquerors.
