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INTRODUCTION

This morning’s message is taken from II Kings 4: 8-37. It is an account of an ordinary housewife who bloomed where she was planted, by reaching out to meet a need to a stranger who passed by her home. 

II Kings 4: 8

“Now it happened one day that Elisha went to Shunem, where there was a ‘notable woman’ and she persuaded him to eat some food. So it was, as often as he passed by, he would turn in there to eat some food.”

What made her notable?

How did this seemingly small act change her life?

What lessons can we learn from this portion of Scripture.

I. SHE WAS NOTABLE BECAUSE OF HER:

1.  
Kindness
Kindness is an attitude of the heart and fruit of the Spirit.

It was the kindness and compassion for people that distinguished her from her neighbour. II Kings 4: 8, “... and she persuaded him to eat some food.”

Generosity

It was not just once that she gave. The Scripture recorded that as often as Elisha would pass by he would turn in to eat some food (Vs 8).

The spirit of generosity when it is from the heart of love for God grows... 

The more you give, the more you receive and he more you receive, the more you give. This is a spiritual law.... Prov 11: 25b, “He who refresh others will himself be refreshed.”

It started with a meal. It became many meals “as often as he passed by.” (Vs 8).

Now she wants to build a permanent place for the prophet to stay.

i. Contentment

She gave and served without ulterior motive. II Kings 4: 13.

Godliness with contentment is great gain. I Tim 6: 6.

ii. Faith

She was a woman of faith. Faith gave her confidence and direction.

Faith sees the most difficult crisis possible “It is well.” II Kings 4: 23, 26.
