Intro     :
We have a need to break loose from the grip of bondages; destructive habits, tears & sadness as a result of  constant pain, worries, & stressful circumstances.

Body     :     I.  Challenges of Impossibilities 

· Impossibilities presses upon our mind, & soul 

· They bend our plans 

· But there is a way to face impossibilities

II. Invade the Impossibilities 

· Not with parroted phrases of high hope.

· Not with anger

· Not with resignation

· Not with stoic self-control

· With confidence in the Name of Jesus  (John 14:13)

· With perseverance based on the grace & mercy of God  (Gen 18:27)
· With spiritual perception  (Dan 10:12)
· When 2 or 3 are gathered in “My Name”
III. Inventory before the Impossibilities.

· Willingness to ‘work’  (Matthew 26:39)

· A character that is ‘more honourable’ (1 Chron. 4:9)
· Content of our prayer is more important than how we pray  (Neh. 1:8)

Conclusion :         We may grasp at prayer in an emergency, & plea for divine intervention in the face of helplessness and make a connection.

But we are after constant answers; certainly in the midst of uncertainty.

Such prayer require more than just honesty about our helplessness.

It also require real honesty about our ignorance.

But what matters, is who we know, we know God.
