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Introduction

· The church at Colossae was being influenced by false teachers who taught that only that spirit was good and material was evil.

· These teachers believed that God was too holy to have created this sinful earth.

· They believed that God created the earth through a series of lesser created beings, thus distancing a Holy God from a sinful world. 
· They concluded falsely that Jesus was a lesser being than God.
· Paul wrote a letter to the church concerning the greatness and pre-eminence of  Jesus.
· In reading this letter we are reminded of Jesus being “more than enough” in every way as we let Him be Lord of our lives.

· The NLT translates Colossians 3:11b as “... only Christ matters and He lives in all of us”. The NIV says, “…but Christ is all and is in all”.

Jesus – Our Source and Sovereign Lord
· He is Creator of all and is Supreme over all creation – seen and unseen (Colossians 1:1-18)

· He gives meaning and purpose to all that exists (Colossians 1:16)

· He is Our Saviour and makes it possible for us to stand before the Holy God in praise and prayer  (Colossians 1:20-23)

Jesus – our Strength and Security
· In Him are the riches of  all wisdom and knowledge (Colossians 2:1-4)

· In Him is security when we are “rooted” and built up in is will for us (Colossians 2:6-8)
· In Him we find strength to overcome  the challenges of life (Colossians 3:1-11)

Jesus – Our Sufficiency and Satisfaction

· Because of Him, we are free to love and show compassion (Colossians 3:12-14)

· Because of Him we can have peace of mind and live lives of worship (Colossians 3:15-17)

· Because of Him we can set right priorities (Colossians 3:18-24)
