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Title: Don’t Give Up…Grow Up!

Text: Exodus 15: 1-27

Introduction

Exodus 14: Israel had exited from Egypt and crossed the Red Sea.

Exodus 15: But immediately following this victory and redemption from Egypt they wandered in the barren country for three days looking for water.

God uses circumstances to develop character. He has a purpose behind every problem.

Your most profound experiences of worship will likely be in your darkest days. 

You’ll never know that God is all you need until God is all you’ve got.

1. God Has a Purpose Behind Every Circumstance

· The Lord leads the Israelites to a strange place – the wilderness.
· He wants to take them to an unsafe place to show them that He Himself is the only Safe Place.
· God gave Israel two important things at Marah (Exodus 15: 25-26): His commands and promises.
· We don’t have to give up… we can grow up by trusting God and His promises.
2. Don’t lose Sight of God’s  Direction
· We spend so much time trying to provide for all the contingencies that we overlook the needed direction and healing that is provided for the moment.
3. Respond to Problems as Jesus Would
· Problems don’t automatically produce what God intends. You have to respond the way Jesus would.
· Stay focused on God’s plan, not the pain or problem. That is how Jesus endured the pain on the cross (Heb 12:2a).

· Stay focused on the end result. God uses problems to develop character.

· Rejoice and Give Thanks

· Refuse to Give up

Conclusion
If you are facing trouble, don’t ask, “Why me?” Instead ask “What do You want me to learn?”

Then trust God and keep doing what is right.
