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Introduction
Uncertainties are not only a fact but a reality of life one will have to face.  It usually has to do with the future.

Jesus teaches and shows how to handle, deal, face with the uncertainties of tomorrow.

1. Do not let your hearts be troubled or distressed (v1) This is a common experience of many when faced with uncertainties.

2. Trust in Jesus – how you know Him is vital for you to be able to trust Him!  See His honesty (v20a) His function (v2b) His triumph (v3a) His presence (v3b)

3. Trust His words … they are alive! (v6)

a. I am the Way – “Come I will take you there”

b. I am the Truth – Jesus not only taught moral truth but also embodied truth!

c. I am the Life – God can be with us all that we need to go through because when we see Jesus we can say “This is God living in our life.”

4. Keep your eyes on Jesus … you see the Father (v7-14)

a. Value Him (this relationship) … Your fellowship with Him

b. Obey Him … you do His will

c. Serve Him … you will do His work

Remember He is called Wonderful Counselor, Mighty God, Everlasting Father, Prince of Peace … forever! (Isaiah 9:6,7) 

Jesus did not just leave words to his disciples but said that He will give them another Counselor/Comforter to be with them forever!
