Introduction:

What is God’s purpose for the Church?

Practical ways to fulfill God’s Purpose for the Church Deference in personal relationships (Eph.5:21 – 23), as a testimony and witness of the salvation of God. This is the Purpose of God in Christ Jesus.
1. The General Principle (Ephesians 5:21)

We are to submit to one another ‘out of reverence for Christ. This is a broad guiding directive involving all earthly relationships of believers as husbands – wives (5:22 – 23); children – parents    (6:1 – 4); and servants – masters(6:59).

There is to be mutual submission and love.

2. Husbands and wives (Ephesians 5:21 – 33)

Christian wives are to be in subjection to their husbands.              

Husbands are to love their wives (v.25)

To love his wife ‘as Christ loved the church and died to sanctify and glorify it’ (vv.25 – 27).

3. Children and Parents (Ephesians 6:1 – 4)

The injunction to children.
The injunction to fathers.

4. Servants and Masters (Ephesians 6:5 – 9)

Servants are to obey.
Masters are required to have Christ – honoring conduct.
Conclusion:
When we submit to God, we become more willing to obey his                                    command to submit to the others. That is to subordinate our rights to theirs.
