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Introduction
Are the ways of God ever mysterious to you?

Does life seem unfair and are the waves of worry and fear crashing over your head?

When we are tossed on the troubled seas of uncertain circumstances, we need to learn the following truth from the text in Mark 6:45-52.

I. Jesus was the One who compelled them into the storm

(Mark 6:45, 46)

In Matthew 14:22, Jesus “constrained” the disciples to get into the boat and set out for the other side.  This trip was His idea.


There was something in this boat-ride that the disciples would need to face.  He knows what we need and what we must face.


It is the Lord’s idea, we will have the providential hand of God when the storms come our way.  It is while in the storm that we are stretched and grow.  

II
Jesus Comprehended Their Troubles (Mark 6:47, 48a)

If Jesus was the One that sent the disciples into that storm, He also understood what was going to happen to them.  He “saw” them.  The disciples did not know that Jesus was watching and praying for them.  They could not see Him, but He could see them.


Jesus prays for each one of us before, during, and after the storms that come our way.

III
Jesus Came To Them In Their Trouble (Mark 6:48b-50a)

A God who compels you to learn from the trouble, and understands all about that trouble, is also going to come to you in that trouble.  

IV
Jesus Confirmed Their Faith In Him (Mark 6:50b-51)


When the disciples first saw Jesus approaching them, they were filled with fear.  Yet, Jesus turned their fear into faith.  He said “Don’t be afraid, I Am”.  It is a declaration of power, proclamation and presence.

Conclusion

What kind of contrary winds are you facing?

Are you willing to look past the winds and the storm, and look to Jesus who wants to come to you?

If God is behind the storm, then God understands your storm and He will come to you in your storm.  He can put the storm to rest if you will trust Him.
