Introduction


In Luke 18:27 (LNT)

He replied, “God can do what men can’t!” 

In the context of a rich man 

(Other ref – Genesis 18:14; Jeremiah 32:17)

This speaks of God’s ability and man’s belief.  God’s ability will never change because He is God whereas man can either believe or not believe.

· The encounter of Zacchaeus the tax-collector with Jesus is an interesting illustration of how believing should be.

Profile of Zacchaeus

· Wealthy but “crooked”

· Small stature but determined

· Searching for truth or reality

· Quick to decide

Profile of crowd

· Not sympathetic to need

· Good at muttering, murmuring, grumbling and complaining

· Were ignorant that they were lost

Profile of Jesus

· He came, looked (or saw) and called Zacchaeus by name.  His heart is for the seeker.

· He wants to go to stay or visit with Zacchaeus.  His interest is evident.

· He says salvation has come for Zacchaeus.  His intention is to help.

· What can we learn from Zacchaeus in seeing God do the impossible! (A rich man is saved!)

Seeking must always be sincere and with effort. (Hebrews 11:6)

2.
Jesus words must be received sincerely. Welcome Him into your life or situation gladly (joyfully)

3.
Do not let what other have to say regarding Jesus or you hinder your belief in Him.

4.
Jesus can and will change you – do not fear! 

(2 Corinthians 5:17)  You will be different but definitely for the better.
