THREE IMPORTANT TRUTHS TO CONSIDER

I. GOD IN A FAMILY

The Nativity is a family portrait.

a. God Instituted Marriage And Family At Creation

Gen 1: 28

“God blessed them and said to them, ‘Be fruitful and increase in number, fill the earth and subdue it...’”

b. The Fabric Of Family Is Under Attacked

The very structure of God’s divine order for the functioning of family is being attacked and torn by external and internal forces.

Christmas (the Birth of Jesus) reaffirms God’s ideal for a child to be raised in a family. It is God’s choice for His Son to grow up with an earthly father and mother.

The Only Difference in Jesus’ Earthly Family Was His Virgin Birth. 

Luke 1: 35

Joseph had absolutely nothing to do with the conception. But Joseph was involved in every way in the role of fatherhood when Jesus was born.

c. He Took Headship And Responsibility

Joseph took Mary to Bethlehem to be registered.

Joseph and Mary presented Jesus in the temple as required by the Law.
Joseph and Mary were godly and loving parents – Luke 2: 40-52

· Jesus grew physically – tall, strong and healthy (vs 40, 52)

· Jesus grew intellectually – in wisdom (vs 40, 52).

· Jesus grew socially – in favour with men (vs 52).

· Jesus grew spiritually – in favour with God – with parents to the Passover Feast (vs 52).

· Jesus was obedient and received disciplines (vs 51).

It is a reflection that Joseph and Mary were responsible parents.

Christmas is a clear message of God’s trust in parents.

The celebration of Christmas is to strengthen family roles and family bond and to raise children to serve God.

II. GOD IN A BABY

Why a Baby?

2 Things About A Baby:

a. Babies Are Helpless, Defenseless Beings

Phil 4: 13

“I can do all things through Christ.”

b. Babies Speak Of Potential, Hope And Future

c. God Is Not In A Hurry

The prophecy...Gen 3: 15... the seed of a woman will crush your head...was prophesied 2000 years before Jesus was born into the world.

Gal 4: 4 - “But when the time had fully come, God sent His Son, born of a woman, born under law.”

III. GOD CAME THROUGH THE WOMB OF AN ORDINARY WOMAN

a. To Remove The Curse On Women

Sin came into the world through the disobedience of a woman. Salvation came into the world through the obedience of a woman. 

b. To Communicate The Message Women Are Trustworthy

God trusted His Only Son to be brought up and nurtured by a woman.... To be in partnership with God to accomplish His will.
