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Introduction
God’s desire to lead and bless His people is well illustrated in the Book of Exodus.

Exodus can be divided into three sections that describe the miraculous works of God to the nation of Israel;

(a) Their deliverance from Egypt (Exodus 1:1 – 13:16)

(b) Journey to Sinai (Exodus 13:17 – 18:27)

(c) Revelation at Sinai (Exodus 19:1 – 40:38)

Israel’s miraculous journey to Sinai can be somewhat identical to a Christian’s walk or life of faith.

To succeed in your Christian life you need to keep moving, not in any way you think or fancy but according to God’s moving plan.

There is danger whenever we come to a standstill or do not know where to move. E.g. In swimming – if we stop moving we will sink and drown or we will not go anywhere if we have no direction or plan to follow.

God’s desire is for His people to follow Him – to keep moving as He leads and guides.  This will ensure His continued blessing upon their lives.

(b) Honour His Witness (Exodus 13:21, 22; Romans 8:14,16)

(c) Heed His Ways (Exodus 13:17,18; 14:29-31; Isaiah 55:8,9)
