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Introduction:
The 23rd Psalm is a constant source of inspiration and reassurance  - expressive of personal confidence, joy and triumph from beginning to end.


David’s understanding and lavish presentation of God’s goodness is seen in Psalm 23:6.


Three key scriptures that teach us about God’s goodness have to do with salvation, (Romans 2:4) spiritual growth (1 Peter 2:3) and abundant living. (Psalm 34:8)

1. Romans 2:4 .. “God’s goodness lead you to repentance “ –

(a) It is God’s initiative to save us from sin (Romans 5:8)

(b) God’s grace is greater than our sin 

      (Romans 5:20b)

(c)  God will   forgive if we confess 

      (1 John 1:9)

2) 1 Peter 2:3 – “ … you may grow up in your salvation, now that you have tasted that the Lord is good. (refers to the Word)

3) Psalm 34:8 “Taste and see that the Lord is good; blessed is the man who takes refuge in Him.”

(a) God responds to those who seek Him (Psalm 34:4, 6) for help.

(b) God blesses those who fear and trust Him. (Psalm 34:7, 9, 10 & 22)

God shows mercy to the sincere (Psalm 34:17, 18) and downcast.
