Scripture: MATT 8:13

Texts: MATT 8:5-13; 9:27-30

Intro:    Faith is the all important word in the Christian life and Christianity.

· The words ‘FAITH’ and ‘BELIEVE’ are used more than any other theological words in the Bible.

· Faith excludes any merit man can have before God. Faith is the opposite of man’s works. Faith allows God to work by grace.

Body:  I.   It will be done … Faith of the Centurion … acknowledge the authority of 

                 Jesus (MATT 8:5-13).

1) It was prophesied by Daniel (DAN 7:13,14) – the Son of Man was given 

                       dominion … an everlasting dominion and His kingdom shall not be

                       destroyed.

2) It was proclaimed by Paul (PHIL 2:9-11) – His name is above every name … every knee should bow and every tongue should confess that He is Lord. Also see COL 1:17-20.

3) It was promised by Jesus (MATT 28:18-20) – All authority has been given to Me … Go, make, baptize, teach … I am with you always even to the end of the age.

         II.   It will be done … Faith of the blindmen … accept the mercy of Jesus 

                (MATT 9:27-30).

                There can be no doubt that mercy has been provided for every believer and that

                the salvation we enjoy is a vivid expression of the mercy of God. (EPH 2:4-5; 

                I PET 1:3; TIT 3:5)

1) To accept His mercy is to recognize His ability to help us.

2) To accept His mercy is to resign from our dependance on anything that

                      would hinder us from experiencing Him.

3) To accept His mercy is to rest in the assurance that God’s will and purpose

                      prevails.

Conc:   Mercy is God’s compassion expressed through Jesus to meet human need.

             Faith is man’s part to accept His mercy and acknowledge His authority …
