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Introduction

Pleasing God is the first purpose of life.   The most important task is to discover how to do that.

The Bible gives us a clear example of a life that gives pleasure to God.  The man’s name is Noah (Gen 6:8), Five acts of worship that we can learn from his life :-

I.
Love God Supremely


Noah loved God more than anything else in the world, even when no one else


did!

This is what God wants most; a relationship! This is why learning to love God and be loved by Him should be the greatest objective of our life. (Matt. 22: 37 -38)

II.
Trust God Completely


Noah pleased God and trusted Him, even when it didn’t make sense (Heb. 11:7)


There were three problems that could have caused Noah to doubt:

i) Noah had never seen rain

ii) How would he get a ship to water since he lived hundreds of miles from the ocean?
iii) How to round up all the animals and then to care for them?

But Noah trusted God completely, expected Him to keep His promises,, helped him with problems, and to do the impossible when necessary.

III.
Obey God wholeheartedly


The Bible tells us of Noah’s response: “So Noah did everything exactly as God had commanded Him” (Gen. 6:22, Heb. 11: 7b)

Noah obeyed God wholeheartedly. That means doing whatever God asked without reservation or hesitation. 


“Obey first…. Ask why later”

IV.
Praise and Thank God Continually


Noah’s life brought pleasure to God because he lived with a heart of praise and thanksgiving. (Gen. 8:20)


We praise God for who He is, and we thank God for what He has done (Psalm 116:17, 69: 30-31)

V.
Use our abilities to glorify God (Gen. 9:1, 3)


Every human activity, except sin, can be done for God’s pleasure if you do it with an attitude of praise. Start using your abilities for God’s pleasure.

Conclusion

What God looks at is the attitude of your heart: is pleasing Him your deepest desire? God is looking for people like Noah who are willing to live for the pleasure of God.
