    2CO 2:14 But thanks be to God, who always leads us in triumphal procession in Christ and through us spreads everywhere the fragrance of the knowledge of him. [15] For we are to God the aroma of Christ among those who are being saved and those who are perishing. [16] To the one we are the smell of death; to the other, the fragrance of life. And who is equal to such a task? 

2CO 3:1 Are we beginning to commend ourselves again? Or do we need, like some people, letters of recommendation to you or from you? [2] You yourselves are our letter, written on our hearts, known and read by everybody. [3] You show that you are a letter from Christ, the result of our ministry, written not with ink but with the Spirit of the living God, not on tablets of stone but on tablets of human hearts.

· The cross illustrates that faith and obedience, not self righteous works is essential to enjoy the full effects of this salvation. (Galatians 5:1c)
FREED TO ENJOY GOD’S FELLOWSHIP AND FAVOUR (Galatians 5: 4-12)
· Grace has brought us fellowship with Christ ( Galatians 5:4)
· Grace has brought us the transforming power of God (Galatians 5:5)

· Grace has brought us the favour of God (Galatians 6-12)

FREED TO LIVE A LIFE OF SECURITY AND SERVICE (Galatians 5:13-24)
· The Spirit frees us  from self-centeredness (Galatians 5:13)

· The Spirit frees us from the bondage of sin (Galatians 5:5:16-19)

· The Spirit frees us to be what God has meant us to be (Galatians 5:22-24)
