How can we  go beyond these?  Keep the Dream!

Joseph – the Dreamer  (Genesis 37:19-20)
To lose your dream is to be out of the will of God – you have lost your purpose to live.  

You don’t have the favour of God. 

Power of the dream      

· It is the golden ladder by which we climb to the heavenly place

· It is the mountain peak from where we look at the promised land

· The lanterns by whose light we pass through the darkest valley

· It is the inner flames of your soul that gives you the confidence until the dream comes through.

- All great things are born with a dream.

- Dreams do not come with an expiry date.

Dreamers of the Bible
(c.f. Acts 2:17)

· Daniel was a dreamer

· Paul  was not disobedient to his dream( Acts 26:19)

· John – the Book of Revelation

Joseph’s dreams

He had two dreams:

· The sheaves bowed to his  (Genesis 37:7)

· The sun, moon, stars bow to him (Genesis 37:9)

Joseph did not come from a moral, righteous background.

      - Abraham, his grandfather was a liar.

     -  Jacob, his father was a deceiver.

        Note:  Don’t blame your background.

Dreamers require patience 
(c.f. Habakkuk 2:3)

· Divine dreams come from God.

      - they will meet with worldly and satanic resistance

· Divine dreams require divine providence

      eg. Ruth  found favour with Boaz

            Joseph – the Lord was with him

            Mary – the Holy Spirit will come upon you.

· Divine dreams – expect it, protect it – respect it.

       eg. Short-term pain but long term gain.

Divine dreams stir opposition.
       eg. Moses and Pharaoh


Joshua and Jericho.


John the Baptist and King Herod


Jesus and the Pharisees

How do you achieve a dream?
· Consider Colossians 1:9-11

- Knowledge of His will with all wisdom and spiritual understanding

 -  Walk worthy of the Lord, fully pleasing Him, being fruitful in every good work

      -  Strengthen with all might for all patience and longsuffering with joy.
