Seven Things to Remember
· The intolerance to your present condition creates your future

· Don’t get accustomed to sin

· Don’t acclimate to your pit – reject it by the grace of God

· Jesus said, “Don’t fear”. 

· He came that we might not fear past or future but that we may have a dream.

· The pit is not your destiny or place.

· Promotion comes from God and not from the east or west

· God has something when you are down to nothing

· Losers focus on what they are going through,  

             Champions focus on where they are going to.

· When you are going through hell, go through

· There is no prize without a cost

· There is no crown without a cross

· There is no dawn without a night

· There is no victory without a fight.

· Don’t look at the crisis, look at Christ.

· The correct reaction when people get into trouble – Matthew 7:12

· When Satan wants to use someone to hurt you, he will first choose your brother before others:

· Moses and his siblings Miriam and Aaron (Numbers 12:1)

· David and his son Absalom (2 Samuel 15)

· Jesus and Judas

· Paul and Demas (2 Timothy 4:10)

· The pit is to change you for better.

· The worst must go in order for God to work His most in you

· His life is in you.

· God uses things that are broken

· The feeding of the 5,000 (Matthew 14:19)

· The alabaster box of Mary (Mark 14:3)

The Pit

Traps have baits. The bait to keep you trapped or in the pit is real.

· You get offended (2 Timothy 2:24)

· Failure makes you fall into the pit. Don’t stay there.

· Success can destroy you. E.g. The Prodigal Son
