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Introduction

When Jesus sought for a way to explain His Return, He hearkened back to the flood of Noah (cf. Gen. Chapter 6 & 7). According to Jesus : “It will be the same when the Son of Man comes” (Matt. 24:39). And so a judgement was rendered.

i.  Who Will Be Judged?

ii.  What Will Be Judged?
Simply put: all things that we have done in this present life (2 Cor. 5:10; Eccles. 12:14, Matt. 12:36)
iii.  Why Will Christians Be Judged?

First, so that God’s grace can be revealed and second, so that our rewards can be unveiled.
As we see how much He has forgiven us, we will see how much He loves us. 
And we will worship Him (Rev. 5:9)
Rewards Will Be Unveiled
Our works do not earn our salvation. But our works do, however, impact our rewards.
“We are accepted into heaven on the basis of faith alone, but we are adorned in heaven on the basis of the fruits of our faith”.
Those Who Do Not Know Him Will Pay A Price

For those who do not know Christ, the day of Judgement will be a day of shame. It will be like it was in the days of Noah. Sins will be revealed, but not as forgiven sins.
For those who never accepted God’s mercy, judgement will be a day of wrath.

CONCLUSION

Even though, judgement teaches concepts that are tough to swallow, it shows the justice and the unimaginable love of God.

So what is the meaning of this message for the unprepared? Heed the warnings and get ready!

Jesus became sin and “took our suffering on Him and felt our pain for us” (Isa. 53:4).

Yes, hell’s misery is deep, but not as deep as God’s love.
