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The Spirit of God will show you one thing, and instead of having just good intentions that are “me-
centered”, will have some God- intentions that are “God-centered”. The scripture in Isaiah says that 
God is doing a new thing! 
 
"Do not forget the former things; nor consider the things of old. 19 Behold, I will do a new thing! Now 
it shall spring forth; shall you not know it? I will even make a road in the wilderness and rivers in the 
desert” (Isaiah 43:18-19) 
 

Three One Thing Questions 
 

1) What One Thing Do You Desire From God? 
 

“One thing I have desired of the Lord, that will I seek: that I may dwell in the house of the 
Lord all the days of my life, to behold the beauty of the Lord and to inquire in his temple” 
(Psalm 27:4) 
 

• What is the one thing you desire above all else?  
• What is the one thing you need from God? 

 
2) What One Thing Do You Lack?  

 
“ Then Jesus,  looking at him and loved him, and said to him. "One thing you lack,": "Go, 
your way, sell whatever you have and give to the poor, and you will have treasure in heaven; 
and come, take up the cross, and follow me."  22 But he was sad at this word, and went 
away sorrowful, for he had great possessions” ( Mark 10:21-22) 
 

• When it comes to your spiritual life, when it comes to your relationship with God, what 
one thing do you lack to move forward with God? 

 
3) What One Thing Do You Need To Let Go?  

 
“Brethen, I do not count myself  to have apprehended; but one thing I do: Forgetting those 
things which are behind and reaching forward to those things which are ahead, 14 I press 
toward the goal for the prize of the upward call of God in Christ Jesus” (Philippians 3:13-14) 
 

• What one thing do you continue to grip that holds you back from where God wants 
you to be? 

• What one thing do you need to let go so that you can become all that God wants you 
to become? 
 
 

Conclusion 
 
A promise you need to claim:  
 

• Forget the former things, do not dwell in the past.  
• The cross has set you free. Lay your burdens down. 
• For our God who is a good God is with you now, He is doing a new thing.
