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Title: “Open My Eyes, Holy Spirit”

Text: 1 Kings 2:6:17

Scriptures: John 14, 16, Acts 2, Romans 8

Introduction

Consider 2 Kings 6: 8-17

· The servant of Elisha felt overwhelmed by circumstances that surrounded him resulting in fear, confusion and helplessness. 
· In contrast Elisha was calm and collected. His servant probably wondered why.

· Elijah saw beyond the natural and prayed that God would open his servant’s eyes to see as he did.
Consider John 14: 15-28, 16:5-15
· The disciples too were apprehensive of life without the Master

· They could not “see” what was ahead. Philip likely reflected the thoughts of the disciples “Show us the Father”, i.e. “Help us see as you see”
· Jesus response was to assure them that He would send a Helper who would reveal to them all truth.
Consider Acts 2
· Peter was often impulsive, reacting to immediate external circumstances (e.g. John 18:17,25)

· Peter’s response changed tremendously after Pentecost
· Peter saw things differently after being baptized in the Holy Spirit

A. The Spirit helps us see beyond the natural
1. Peter confronted by a jeering crowd, saw the event as a work of God and believed that a divine purpose was being established.(Acts 2:13,41)
2. Peter saw  a lame man and believed that Jesus could heal Him (Acts 3:6-8)
3. Peter was imprisoned and chained yet was asleep (Acts 12:6)
B. The Holy Spirit enables the us to be channels by which God changes the natural
1. Speak the Word of God (Acts 217-21)
2. Pray (Acts 3:6) 
3. Obey the leading of God (Acts 12:8)
C. The Holy Spirit uses us to draw unbelievers to God

1. Peter spoke and three thousand turned to Jesus (Acts 2:41)

2. Peter prayed and the miracle caused awe and wonder at the work of God (Acts 3:8-10)

3. Peter obeyed and undoubtedly drew many to consider the deliverance of God (Acts 12:18)

Consider Romans 8: 18-39
1. The Holy Spirit brings hope (Romans 8: 23)
2. The Holy Spirit helps us pray (Romans 8:26-27)
3. The Holy Spirit convinces us that ultimate victory is the Lord’s (Romans 8:28-39
