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INTRODUCTION
· Knowing  does not equal doing.  
· Knowing does not equal believing

      John says, “know and believe”.

· Knowing and believing is abiding or dwelling in the security of that truth.

· That truth is:  “The love that God has for us”.

GOD’S LOVE FOR US
· John 3;16 

If God loved you as a sinner and saved you, how much more if you are a redeemed  child of God.

· John 3:1 

      We are the children of God. God’s love cannot be described in human language

· John 4:10 

     “Propitiation” speaks of  His Son Jesus being the atoning victim for our sin.

      God’s love is not based on how lovable we are.

      Man’s love is based on how lovable we are.

· Romans 5:8 – God commendeth His own love

      “commendeth” means “introduced”.

       God introduced His love to us by giving us Jesus.

· Ephesians 2:4 

      God loves us with His great love.

WHY DOES GOD LOVE US?
· The essence of God is love (1 John 4:7 & 8)

· We must know and believe God loves us(1 John 4:16)

      “Believe” means we exercise faith in love.

GOD’S LOVE IS OUR SECURITY  (Psalm 91:9-16 )
Moses wrote this Psalm for the children of Israel in the wilderness.

Note that Verses 9 and  14 begin with  “because” - because of what?

Consider Psalm 91: 1
· “dwells” means to abide, take residence, a permanent place

· “secret place” is living in God’s love.  Know and believe God’s love for us.

· “shadow” – the heat of the light passes through before it cast a shadow i.e  somthing must first go through God before it can come to us.

      Our residence in God’s love and His shadow goes with us to protect us.
