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Introduction
Nehemiah heard about the desolations of his home land. He prayed and acted. Having embarked on the rebuilding of the wall (Neh 4), the opposition became intense. However, Nehemiah demonstrated an excellent spirit and example

Three observations can be made:

I. It Is A Norm To Do God’s Work With Opposition
· There will be obstacles awaiting us when we do God’s bidding

· Sometimes the oppositions come from those closest to us

· Discern what is legitimate

He knew God’s will
II. It Is Essential To Face Opposition With Prayer

· It is in prayer we know and experience His character
· Even though he has the King’s favour, he knew his sufficiency comes from the Lord ~ for the battle belongs to the Lord
· Our precedence, our skills
He knew it is God’s battle
III. Prayer Accompanied Action
· Privilege of prayer

· God has not only given us the privilege of prayer, but the privilege to use His resources at our disposal to carry out His plans

· Our hands, our mind, our mouth

He knew He is God’s partner

Conclusion
There’s always something that we can do even though it may not produce immediate results but it is never insignificant

Challenge is:

· Know God’s will (for your work, family, relationship and church ministry)

· Know that it is God’s battle!

· Know that you are God’s partner
