· The Ten Commandments are relevant and important for today.
· These laws are given to liberate us to serve God.
· The First Commandment is all about choices :
Will you let God be God? Or will you let other things crowd Him out? 
· To put God first is to know the blessing of His peace, His love, His provision, and His life.  But to put other things first is to know the ultimate emptiness of things that simply do not satisfy.

4 Ways To Put God First

1. Consider God’s Feelings First
- In every situation
* Anything can be a god, if it takes the place of the true God.  Ezekiel 16 reveals the broken heart of God when man worship pale substitutes (cf   Psalm 115 : 4-7)

The NT exhorts us to set our affections on God and on things above

2. Give God’s Glory First Thought 
– In Every Task
The First Commandment exhorts us to give glory to God first and seek to impress Him.

3. Seek God’s Kingdom Purposes First 

- In my everyday life

   Does your goals and aspirations centre around you?

 Would there be goals that relate to God’s kingdom purposes and your 
  walk with Him? 
4.   Lean On God’s Wisdom First
- In every decision I make
Our challenge is to translate the idea of putting God first into reality
