SERMON TITLE:
REFLECTING HIS GLORY
TEXT: JOHN 1:14-18

· Peter, James and John actually saw the glory of Jesus in a very real sense when He was transfigured on a mountain (MATT 17:1,2)

· There are miracles recorded in John’s gospel that reveals the glory of Jesus (Water turned to wine JOHN 2:11; Raising of Lazarus JOHN 11:4)

· The prayer of Jesus in JOHN 17 includes His glory given to all believers (17;22) so that the world may know the Father through Jesus in them (MATT 5:16; II COR 4:7; II PET 2:9,10)

· Reflecting His glory as a single believer as well as a group (that represents His Body) both can be impactful and influential.
I.
Grace – two basic ideas that attracts
(a)
Unmerited or undeserved favor.  We can never earn or achieve for ourselves (ROM 5:8; EPH 2:8,9) 

E.g. Woman who was forgiven (JN 8:1-12)
(b)
Beauty – in Jesus we see the sheer winsomeness of God.


E.g. The thief who repented (LK 23:42,43)

II.
Truth – embodiment that imparts, impacts and intervenes

(a) We must be “truth” not only truthful - just like Jesus (JOHN 14:6)

E.g. Principle of good tree and good fruit (MT 7:17,18)

(b) Truth is to be done (JOHN 3:21).  It is something which must be known with the mind, accepted with the heart and acted out in the life. E.g. The response to the gospel (ROM 10: 9,10)

When we reflect His glory, the people around us will behold the presence of the Living God in our midst … whether as a single witness or as the Body of Christ.

CONCLUSION
Reflecting His glory results from a life influenced, infused and impacted with the person of Jesus.   Let Jesus shine into and through your life.  Reflect His glory.
