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Receiving God’s Best

Introduction

· God desires to bless His people (Psalm 33:18-22, Jeremiah 29:11, 1 Corinthians 2:9)

· Yet sometimes the situations we find ourselves in do not indicate this. Our response is to trust if we know we are walking right and believing (Habakkuk 3:17-19, James 1:2, Romans 8:28)

· Can we stand in the way of God’s desire to bless us? Consider Haggai 1:1- 2:9

A. Our priorities get in the way  (Haggai 1:1-11)

· Say “ It is not the right time to do God’s work” (Haggai 1:2, c.f. John 4:35, 2 Corinthians 6:2)

· Say “My work is more important than God’s” (Haggai 1:4 c.f. Luke 12:16-19, John 4:34)

· Say “I have not time even to think” (Haggai 1:5,7 c.f. Proverbs 20:25, Luke 14:25-41)

B. Our perception of God is wrong (Haggai 1:12-15)

· Take God seriously (Haggai 1:12a c.f. Proverbs 3:7, 2 Corinthians 5:11)

· Take heed of His warnings (Haggai 1:12b c.f. Joshua 1:8, 1 Corinthians 10:12)

· Take care to do what is needed (Haggai 1:12c, 1 Samuel 15:22, 1 John 5:3)

C.  Our perspectives must change (Haggai 2:1-9)

· This will assure us of His Presence (Haggai 2:4, Amos 5:14, Matthew 28: 20)

· This will assure us of His Anointing (Haggai 2:5, Ezekiel 11:19, Acts 2:38)

· This will assure us of the manifestation of God’s Glory (Haggai 2:7 c.f. Habakkuk 2:14, 2 Corinthians 3:12-18)
