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INTRODUCTION

God’s redeeming love is illustrated in Exodus 3:7-10

· His love is shown in His great concern for His people

· His love provides an answer to His people’s state of helplessness 

· His love actively intervenes to bring about a blessing

The three words used for redemption in the Pentateuch convey these thoughts.

· Padah  - “a transfer of ownership” (Leviticus 19:20 c.f. 1 Corinthians 6:19). 

· Ga'al  - “to act on the behalf of a relative in trouble or danger” (Exodus 6:5-6, Psalm 19:14)

· Koper - "to atone by making a substitutionary payment." (Ex 30:11-16, 2 Corinthians 5:21). 
In the New Testament, redemption through Christ Jesus brings results in (Galatians 3:13)

· Redemption from the curse of the Law 

· Right relationship with God

· Receiving the promise of the Holy Spirit 

OUR RESPONSE TO HIS REDEEMING LOVE

Desire to know Him more (Philippians 3:7-8a)

· Prioritize “for the sake of Christ”

· Do what is necessary to  “gain Christ”

Desire to trust Him more (Philippians 3:8b-9)

· Be “found in Christ”

· Have “faith in Christ”

Desire to be even more like Him  (Philippians 3:10-11)

· To show sacrificial love – “the fellowship of His suffering”

· To impart life and blessing – “the power of His resurrection”
