Title: Worship Our Lifestyle (Part 2) – “Results in the Life of a Believer”

Text: Isaiah 58

INTRODUCTION
The life of a Christian is one of worship.

Worship begins on the first day of the week and continues as a lifestyle.
· People asked God (Verse 3)

· Why have we fasted and you have not seen?

· Why have we afflicted (humbled) ourselves and you take no notice?


They asked religious questions but sought carnal answers.

· Who are these people? (Verse 1)

· They belonged to the family of God.
· What were they like? (Verse 2) God said:

· They seek me daily – busy religiously.
· They love to know me.
· They appear to be righteous and God honoring.
· They love to come to me.

· God's answer to them:
· It is not the giver that you seek but the gift.
· You don't walk your talk.
· Your faith has no works – it is dead, of no profit.
· God gives some very clear and specifics ‘do’s to put their faith to action.
· This is the lifestyle of the worshipper (Isaiah 58: 6,7,9,13)

· There are ten things (given in Part I)

In short, God says...
(Verse 9)

"If you take away the yoke from your midst, the pointing of the finger, and speaking wickedness,



(Verse 10)

If you extend your soul to the hungry and satisfy the afflicted soul,



Then your light shall dawn in the darkness, and your darkness shall be as the noonday.

(Verses 13 & 14)

13 "If you turn away your foot from the Sabbath, from doing your pleasure on My holy day, and call the Sabbath a delight, the holy day of the LORD honorable, and shall honor Him, not doing your own ways, nor finding your own pleasure, nor speaking your own words,

14 Then you shall delight yourself in the LORD; and I will cause you to ride on the high hills of the earth, and feed you with the heritage of Jacob your father. The mouth of the LORD has spoken."

THE RESULTS OF ONE WHOSE LIFESTYLE IS AS A WORSHIPPER (Isaiah 58:8-9; 11-12)

10 things you can expect:
Isaiah specifically speaks of the blessings of true worship:

· Light will break forth (V.8)


You will glow in darkness


Your shadowed life will be bathed in sunlight

· Healing will spring forth (V.8)

You will have abundant life

No emptiness in your life

· Righteousness goes before you (V.8)

“I will lead or show you where to go”

· God's glory or salvation will keep you or guard you (V.8)

God becomes your shelter and protector

· You call and God will answer (V.9)

· He will guide you continually (V.11)

· He will satisfy you (V.11)

Godliness with contentment is great gain (1Timothy 6:6)

· He will strengthen your bones (V.11)

Firm muscles, strong bones

Gives us endurance and makes us bold.

· You will be a watered garden, whose waters do not fail (V.11)

The Psalmist says, "You  shall be like a tree planted by the rivers of water, that brings forth its fruit in its season, whose leaf also shall not wither; and  whatever he does shall prosper" (Psalm 1:3)

· You shall be called the Repairer of the Breach, the Restorer of the Streets (V.12)

You will be a reconciler, a peacemaker and a reviver 

CONCLUSION

· True worship leads to victorious living.
(Isaiah 58:14)

"Then you shall delight yourself in the LORD; and I will cause you to ride on the high hills of the earth, and feed you with the heritage of Jacob your father.  The mouth of the LORD has spoken."
