· “To have a high honor or respect”

2. Why Should We Reverend God
· God is So Good and Gracious (Exodus 34:6)

· God is Glorious (Psalm 29:2)
· God is Very Great (Psalm 89:6,7)

3. How do We Show Reverence for God 
· Treat God with the highest love and respect
· Come before Him with propriety (Leviticus 26:1,2)  Propriety means proper manners in speech and behavior

· Obey His Word with the Greatest Care (Psalm 119:48)
