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Rise To God-Given Prosperity
To prosper is to have everything functioning excellently as God intended.

Matthew 7:11

If you, though you are evil, know how to give good gifts to your children, how much more will your Father in heaven give good gifts to those who ask him.

Ephesians 3:20

“Now to Him who is able to do exceedingly abundantly above all that we ask or think, according to the power that works in us,…”

Numbers 27:7

God’s response – What Zelophehad’s daughters are saying is right … Numbers 27:7 “The daughters of Zelophehad speak what is right; you shall surely give them a possession of inheritance among their father’s brothers, and cause the inheritance of their father to pass to them.”

God’s response – ‘If a man dies and had no son, then you shall cause his inheritance to pass to his daughter.’  Numbers 27:8
