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Introduction

· The attitude, manner and content of a prayer reveal the nature of the relationship of the one who prays with God and determines the level of confidence he with which he faces life when he gets up off his knees.

· John Stott notes, “Prayer is not a convenient device for imposing our will upon God, or bending his will to ours, but the prescribed way of subordinating our will to his."

· Oswald Chambers says, “Prayer is not only asking, but an attitude of mind which produces the atmosphere in which asking is perfectly natural”

· The prophet Daniel faced great challenges – he had been abducted from his home and separated from his loved ones. 

· He was surrounded by people who were of a different faith, and had different value systems than he did. 

· He appeared to be at a disadvantage – it looked as if he would “lose-out” if he did not compromise and adjust to the moral and cultural standards around him. 

· To find the reason for his steadfastness, let us “eavesdrop” on one of his prayers 

·  Daniel was unwavering because of his knowledge and understanding of God, and in his relationship with God. 

· In difficult circumstance we too should: 

Know that God is Faithful – Faithful in Covenant Keeping (Daniel 9:4-6) 

1. We are to love God

2. We are to revere His righteousness and holiness

3. We are to obey His revealed will

Understand that God is Holy and Just – Fearsome in Upholding Justice (Daniel 9:7-16)
