Luke 3 : 16, John the Baptist said, “I indeed baptized you with water; but One mightier than I is coming”

John knows that his role was to be a messenger for Christ. 

Through our words and actions, we are to testify of Jesus as the saviour and the Lord.

We are the messenger , while He is the Message.

It is true that our behavior should always be consistent with what we say, but our goal is to point others to Jesus and not to ourselves. (2 Corinthians 4 : 5 ) “We do not preach ourselves, but Christ Jesus  the Lord”.

3. God shines through us (matt. 5 : 14 – 16)

We must be committed to be disciples of Jesus .

And Jesus explained how we are followers who have a sort of luminous quality. John 8:12 ,”I am the light of the world. He who follows Me shall not walk in darkness, but have the light of life”
