· Give of your finances

· Give your faith (Peter & John, “silver & gold 

      have I none, but such as I have, give I unto you”

· Give your best

· Give your daughter, your son, your parents 

      (must happy to give away your mother-in-law)

Lesson

D. Things that accompanies transformation

· You need to nurture it. 

· Not grudgingly, or carelessly.
· Because it is spiritual, you need fervent prayer, and discipline of the Holy Spirit.
