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Introduction

Every born again believer has a story to tell, not just any story but that of God’s amazing grace and love.

Your story becomes very significant when it is centered in Jesus and God at work in your life.

The record of Jesus meeting the Samaritan woman in JOHN 4:1-42 gives valuable insights as to how one’s story can effectively bring about God’s greater works.

Content
When God works in your life through Jesus, tell your story to others and see                  God’s greater works.
I. “The woman then left her water-pot, went her way into the city, and said               to the men.” (v28).
·        She responded immediately to do something

·        She sought opportunity to share

·        She acted boldly

This resulted with the men responding and they went out of the city and came to Jesus. (v30)
When God works in your life through Jesus, do not be ashamed or afraid to share the power of the gospel! (ROM 1:16) Tell someone about it immediately because any day can be a day of salvation!

(II COR 6:2)
II. “Come, see a Man who told me all things that I ever did. Could this be the Christ?” (vv29,39)
·         It aroused curiosity
·         It created interest

·         It generated desire, thirst, hunger

Her message made the men to urge Jesus to stay with them; and He stayed there two days. (v40)

Remember what you say can always be gracious and seasoned with salt so that none need to be offended! (COL 4:6) When we speak with the help of the Holy Spirit, He can make the words become alive! (JHN 6:63)

III. Then they said to the woman, “Now we believe, not because of what you             said, for we ourselves have heard Him and we know that this is indeed the             Christ, the Savior of the world. (v42)
·        her story drew and directed people to Jesus

·        all she did was in God’s plan and purpose
·        an honor and privilege that God would use her
It was so evident. Many of the Samaritans of the city believed in Him because of the word of the woman who testified (v39) and many more believed because of His own word (v41)

We may not realize this that what God has done for us in our life through Jesus is what many others are seeking for to experience. Our witness for the Lord is never in vain. (I COR 15:58) You will be surprised what God will do when you avail yourself to Him!

The Samaritan woman told her story of the amazing Jesus meeting her and it brought about salvation to a large community of people … such a greater work of God accomplished because of one willing to tell her story!
