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INTRODUCTION

· The anointing is not an option if you desire to live the Christian life- to obey the Lord and live a victorious life over sin, the flesh, the world and the devil.

· We can learn about the anointing from the life of David.

· David was anointed King of Israel at the age of 17 but it was13 years before he actually came to the throne.

· These 13 years were spent overcoming the challenges that faced him from becoming the man fit to do the will of God.

· God will make you before you can do His will (Isaiah 64:8).

THE PORTRAIT OF DAVID

He was ruddy with bright eyes, good looking (1 Samuel 16:12)

· History says he was quick-tempered and with his big eyes and good looks – he was charismatic.

· He was athletic – he was a champion with his bow and arrow.

· He was strong physically.

· He was a musician and understood the power of worship.

· He was a singer – sometimes called the sweet singer of Israel.

· He was a songwriter – he wrote about 110 Psalms.

· He wasn’t easily intimidated even when his brothers ridiculed him.

· He had a healthy self-esteem so that King Saul could not persuade him from fighting Goliath.

· He was not fearful no matter what the challenges especially when they concerned his faith in God.

· He had a heart that was after God – meaning he loved and hated what God loved and hated.

· He was a prophet  (Psalms 22) – There are 18 prophesies of the cross.

· He was a man of humility, when confronted by the Prophet Samuel for his sin, he really confessed and repented (Psalms 51).

· He was also talented and because of this was resented by his brothers, people whom he helped most and people whom he looked up to.

· He was never free from resentment and opposition from others.

Lessons to learn 

· If you are going to lead the band, you must face the music.

· If you succeed and experience victory, you will not be free from people resenting and opposing you.

David became King at age 30 – he reigned for 40 years.

· All of Israel enemies made peace with Israel – the border of Israel, included Iran, Syria and Lebanon.  

· Historians called it the golden era. 

· David was anointed.

HIS ANOINTING  (1 Samuel 16:1, 12 & 13)

How long will you mourn?

· When it is God’s time, no man who can stand in the way of God to fulfill God’s will and purpose for your life.  Not even a king – King Saul.

· God’s method is removal – King Saul was not dead but God had rejected him as  king.  God told Samuel to go and anoint David as King (1 Samuel 15:26)

Illustration:  Abraham 

· God took Abraham from his country, family and father’s house because there was idolatry. (Genesis 12:1-4)

· Abraham and Lot also parted ways (Genesis 13:7-11)

· People and things can and will stand in the way.  

· God’s call is separate yourself – let them go.

Fill your horn with oil

· Oil symbolizes the anointing – God’s power.

· The anointing breaks the yoke.

· The anointing sets the captives free.

· The anointing is the river of life wherever it flows.

· The anointing brings miracles into your life

· The anointing enables you to do the impossible.

· Without the anointing

· You are a tinkling cymbal and sounding brass.

· You are a well without water.

· You are a fruit tree without fruit.

· You are clouds without rain.

· You are living but a life of a “zombie.

What kind of oil was used for the anointing? (Exodus 30:22-25)

The anointing enables 7 major miracles that you can experience in your life to make you successful in being the man, to do the will of God (Luke 4:18)

· To preach the Gospel (the Gospel is Jesus) to the poor – both spiritually and materially.

· If you receive and obey the Gospel, “the principle of sowing” works

· The Gospel is the good news to the poor – not spiritual poverty but poverty itself.

· To heal the brokenhearted – to break the power of sin 

· 2 reasons for broken hearts

· Sin that brings deep sorrow 

· Sin that produces intolerable shame.

(Jeremiah 30:15)

                                               Adam and Eve felt ashamed after the Fall.

· Deliverance for the captive 

· Captive of what?  Sin.  

We can be slaves to sin.(Romans 7:15, 18-20)

Sin will destroy you.  It does not take a lot of sin to destroy you.

Once is enough.

· Adam and Eve – one time disobedience.

· Lots’ wife – one look, she became a pillar of salt.

· Judas – one kiss of betrayal.

· Achan – stole one time – stoned to death

· .Esau – sold his birth right over one meal

· One time adultery can destroy a marriage or ministry.

(Romans 6:23, Proverbs 14:9)

· Gives insight to the future – “sight to the blind”

·  Both natural and spiritual.

· The anointing helps us to face the future and prepare ourselves

· When He comes, He will guide you, teach you all things.(John 14:23, John 16:13).

· He sets at liberty the oppressed

· The anointing liberates the bound and the possessed. 

· It gives you victory over bad habits that enslaved you.

· The anointing gives you the liberty - to worship, to obey and live in victory, and to do exploits for God.

· He brings joy (Hebrews 1:9)

· The joy of the Lord is my strength.

· A merry heart doeth good like a medicine.

· He brings unity and blessing (Psalms 133)
