David of Israel - God's champion.

GOLIATH – trained from youth.  

· His height was "six cubits and a span"  (about 9 ½ - 12 feet)

· He had 6 fingers and toes  (2 Samuel 21:20)

· His weight was 500-700 lbs

· His armour (7 parts)

· Helmet of brass  

 10 lbs

· Coat of mail


194 ½ lbs

· 2 greaves for legs

· Breastplate

· Spearhead

The number 6 is the number for man – man was created on the 6th day

The number 666 is the number of antichrist representing Satan, the antichrist and false prophet

· Goliath was not a Philistine by genealogy or race

· Giants were sired by demon-possessed men on the earth.  They were not natural but unnatural human beings  (2 Samuel 21:15-22)

· Scriptures confirm that giants existed.  

They were called the Anakim, Emim  or Zamzummim.  

They were ungodly as seen throughout the scriptures.

(Dueteronomy 1:28, Dueteronomy 2:10-11, Dueteronomy 2:19-20)

The Purpose of the Giants

· Satan's giant was out to destroy Israel, God's chosen people.

· Satan's giants were to put fear and dominate God's creation and rule the world in rebellion against God.  

· Today, it is not size, but wealth, fame, status and influence of the wicked that do the work of the giants of old.  

· The godly can be just as effective against these

· Goliath was designed to kill God's champion – David, from whom Jesus was to come to be the Savior of the world. (Matthew 1:1)

· If David was killed, there would have been  no Jesus, no cross, and no salvation for mankind

DAVID - the supreme soldier    (I Samuel 17:36 & 37)

· He only had faith in God as seen in his encounter with the lion and the bear (1 Samuel 17:37)

· David's armor

· His shepherd's staff  (2ft – 6ft long)

· 5 smooth stones and a leather pouch to keep them

· His leather sling

· Faith in God.

THE MESSAGE - You must learn from David how to face your Goliath that Satan will bring into your life.

Understand:
There is no victory without a fight.

There is no dawn without a night.

There is no crown without a cross.

There is no price without a cost.

· Fighting is not exceptional.


So long as you live and do the will of God and you will need to fight.

· David said this (2 Samuel 22:35) 

(Note-not his mouth)

· Paul said this (1 Timothy 6:12)

· Anything that stands between you and obeying God is your enemy and it calls for a fight.

· The enemy comes to rob, kill and destroy.

· We must put on the whole armour of God (Ephesians 6:13)

· The "evil day" is not in the future – it is here.

10 things that will bring defeat

· Fear and doubt

· Timidity – lack of boldness

· Low self-esteem

· Negative attitude

· Laziness

· Uncontrolled anger

· Procrastination

· Worry and depression

· Things that controlled you

· Denial of Goliath – refuse to face the truth –sin, bad habits and etc

.

· David faced Goliath and took his head (c.f. Genesis 3:15)

No such thing as happenstance in the life of the believer.

· God's hand led David to Goliath

· The Holy Spirit led Jesus into the wilderness

· The pillar of cloud by day and pillar of fire by night led the children of Israel in the wilderness

· The Steps of a good man are ordered by the Lord  (Psalm 37:23)

· Christians are not fatalistic.  We believe all things work for good to them that love Him and are called according to His purpose  (Romans 8:28)

· When there is adversity, oppositions, enemies, these are not by happenstance – God wants you to fight and win.

· Stop looking at what you are going through but where you are going to

The battle is the Lord's

· This does not mean we do nothing.

· God did not take 5 stones

· God did not walk up to Goliath

· God did not use the sling

· God did not cut Goliath's head

· This is seen in all the battles recorded in the Bible

· Battles are not won by you doing nothing

· God will send you to the battlefield - your mind, hands and feet have to do the  work.

3 great truths about faith (1 Samuel 17:32-37)
· It must be tested  (V.34)

· There must be action  (V. 35)

· It must be confessed  (V.36 & 37) 

(c.f. Isaiah 40:31)

· Saul asked David, "Whose son are you?" (1 Samuel 17:58)

Meaning – 
Where is your power from?

Who are you related too?




Whose household do you come from?

· David came from the lineage that traces back to Abraham and the future to Jesus


· We are from the household of faith.

· Jesus Christ is your Shepherd, and Almighty God, your Father.

· He has anointed you to be a “God's champion”!
