Title: The Blessing Of Surrender

Text: Romans 6: 11-18
Paul urges us to fully surrender our lives to God in worship: “So then, my friends, because of God’s great mercy to us…offer yourselves as a living sacrifice to God, dedicated to His service and pleasing Him. This is the true worship that you should offer” (Rom. 12:1, TEV)
True worship happens when you give yourself completely to God.

1. Barriers to Total Surrender

· Fear


You won’t surrender to God  unless you trust Him. You can’t trust Him until you know Him better.
· Pride


A.W. Tozer said,” The reason why many are still troubled, still seeking, still making little forward progress is because they haven’t yet come to the end of themselves. We’re still trying to give orders, and interfering with God’s work within us”.

What most people don’t realize is that our struggle, like Jacob’s, is really a struggle with God. We want to be God, and there’s no way we are going to win that struggle.

· Misconceptions

It is not giving up rational thinking passive, resignation or fatalism. God often calls surrendered people to do the opposite: to change what needs to be changed and to do battle on His behalf.
2. Meaning of Surrender
· Surrender is best demonstrated in obedience. Peter modelled surrender when Jesus told him to try again: “Master, we’ve worked hard all night and haven’t caught anything. But because you say so, I will let down the nets” (Luke 5:5)
· Another aspect of a fully surrendered life is trust.
· The supreme example of self-surrender is Jesus. The night before His crucifixion Jesus surrendered Himself to God’s plan. (Mark 14:36)
3. Blessing of Surrender
· You experience peace (Romans 6:17, Job 22:21)

· Victory comes through surrender. Surrender doesn’t weaken you; it strengthens you.
· Surrendering your life is not a foolish impulse but a rational, intelligent act, the most responsible and sensible thing you can do with your life.
        CONCLUSION
When you decided to live a totally surrendered life, that decision will be tested.
It will often mean doing the opposite of what you feel like doing.

Are you still arguing and struggling with God over His right to do with your life as he pleases. Now is the time to surrender to God’s grace, love and wisdom.
