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Introduction

This experience was not uniquely Moses’. It represents our daily experiences as a believer.

There are 3 observations from this account which help us recognise God’s ways and His purpose for our lives. Then we will have a :- 

i. Fresh perspective on our current situations

ii. New motivation to overcome life’s challenges 

iii. Right attitude & response to life and to God

1.  God’s nature - He Speaks (vs 4)
Question is not so much whether He’s speaking, but are we listening ? 

· Abraham listened, and he had a new direction & purpose for living (Gen 12 :1, Heb 11:8)

· Lazarus heard, and he became alive (John 11:43 & 44) 

· Paul heard and he became born again (Acts 9:4-6)

Our bad relationships can be healed.

Our unfulfilled dreams can become a reality.

Our flickering faith can be rekindled.

2.  The medium of revelation – Fire (vs 2&3)
Fire symbolises God’s powerful, purifying, preserving presence. God is holy


He purifies us, using people & circumstances.

Question is not whether He’s purifying, but are we obeying?

· Abraham yielded, and he became the father of all nations (Gen 22:15-18, Gal 3:7-9)

· Paul yielded, and he became one of the greatest apostle (2 Cor 12:7-10)

Our children will be blessed (Psalm 112:1-2)

Our ministry & our disciples will be blessed (2 Tim 3:10-17)

When we obey and do what faith requires, the outcome far outweighs the price we pay

3.  God’s plan – Salvation & Deliverance (vs 7-9)
God’s plan not only included Israel, but the entire world. God is leading and orchestrating a global salvation.

Question is not whether He’s leading, but are we following ? Do we have Kingdom mentality ? 

Conclusion

We are in a life-long process where God is constantly speaking, purifying, and leading. 

Moses, Abraham, Paul, and many others, stand as witnesses, cheering us on (Heb 12:1). 

Exodus 3: 10 – “So now, go… bring my people… out”. The choice is ours.
