The Miracle of the Resurrection of Jesus

· There is material evidence
· They discloses a Living Lord

The miracle in the life of Peter
· The resurrection meant for Peter the assurance of forgiveness.

The miracle in the life of John

· The broken friendship was made even stronger now, where aloneness nor death could not rob him of that hope.

The miracle in the life of the disciples as a group
· The resurrection changed fear into courage so that on the day of  Pentecost and afterward; “with great power gave the apostles witness of the resurrection of the Lord Jesus”, Acts 4:33

The miracle in the life of Thomas

· The resurrection made the difference between the scepticism of despair and the worship which brings certainty.
