What is meant by "Factor"?

· It means the formula - the equation that solves or is the problem. 

· It is the reason for the outcome or the answer to the situation.  

· The factor can be negative or positive.

· The “God Factor” is a positive factor.

· When it comes to things that are impossible with man, there is a factor that will make it possible and that factor is God.

It is the combination to unlock the safe.

It is the key to get into the room or building.

It is the power that purchases what you want.

It is the personality that will strengthen the relationship.

Matthew 19:26
But Jesus looked at them and said to them, "With men this is impossible, but with God all things are possible."

· When the "God Factor" is missing in our life, we are ordinary

God spoke to Isaiah 

· He desired to make them to be a super-natural people.

· God has called us to be a people of signs and wonders.

Isaiah 8:18

"Here am I and the children whom the LORD has given me! We are for  signs and wonders in Israel. From the LORD of hosts, Who dwells in Mount Zion."

· We are to be a people who are witnesses of God's power and grace

Paul's testimony


Romans 15:18-19

18 For I will not dare to speak of any of those things which Christ has not accomplished through me, in word and deed, to make the Gentiles obedient- 19 in mighty signs and wonders, by the power of the Spirit of God, so that from Jerusalem and round about to Illyricum I have fully preached the gospel of Christ.
Samson is man who illustrates what a God factor will do in our lives.  

What made him supernatural is what makes us more than conquerors and victors.

Three crucial events in Samson's life:

Samson's birth - was a miracle


Judges 13:2-3

2 Now there was a certain man from Zorah, of the family of the Danites, whose name was Manoah; and his wife was barren and had no children. 3 And the Angel of the LORD appeared to the woman and said to her, "Indeed now, you are barren and have borne no children, but you shall conceive and bear a son.
Our born again experience is a miracle (John 3:1-8)

Samson was a Nazirite - A Nazirite was set apart for God's purpose.


Judges 13:4-5

4 Now therefore, please be careful not to drink wine or similar drink, and not to eat anything unclean. 5 For behold, you shall conceive and bear a son. And no razor shall come upon his head, for the child shall be a Nazirite to God from the womb; and he shall begin to deliver Israel out of the hand of the Philistines."

The qualifications

· Drink no wine or fermented drink 

· Do not eat or touch any unclean thing

· No razor to come upon his head

Our calling is to be separated 


2 Corinthians 6:14-18

14 Do not be unequally yoked together with unbelievers. For what fellowship has righteousness with lawlessness? And what communion has light with darkness? 15 And what accord has Christ with Belial? Or what part has a believer with an unbeliever? 16 And what agreement has the temple of God with idols? For you are the temple of the living God. As God has said: "I will dwell in them and walk among them. I will be their God, and they shall be My people." 17 Therefore"Come out from among them and be separate, says the Lord. Do not touch what is unclean, and I will receive you."  18"I will be a Father to you, and you shall be My sons and daughters, says the LORD Almighty."
· Do not be yoke with unbelievers  (V.14-16)

· Come out from among them (V.17)

· Touch no unclean thing


John says the same things in a different way 


1 John 2:15-16

15 Do not love the world or the things in the world. If anyone loves the world, the love of the Father is not in him. 16 For all that is in the world-the lust of the flesh, the lust of the eyes, and the pride of life-is not of the Father but is of the world.
Samson was empowered by the Holy Spirit


Judges 13:24-25

24 So the woman bore a son and called his name Samson; and the child grew, and the LORD blessed him. 25 And the Spirit of the LORD began to move upon him at Mahaneh Dan between Zorah and Eshtaol.
The promise of the Holy Spirit is given to us

Jesus said:


Luke 24:49

"Behold, I send the Promise of My Father upon you; but tarry in the city of Jerusalem until you are endued with power from on high."

Acts 1:8

"But you shall receive power when the Holy Spirit has come upon you; and you shall be witnesses to Me in Jerusalem, and in all Judea and Samaria, and to the end of the earth."

Ephesians 5:18

"And do not be drunk with wine, in which is dissipation; but be filled with the Spirit,"
"Don't too much wine - that cheapens your life.  Drink the Spirit of God"

The results of the "God Factor" in Samson's life

He judged with great wisdom and acted with God's power

· He tore the lion apart with his bare hands in God’s power through the Holy Spirit



Judges 14:6

And the Spirit of the LORD came mightily upon him, and he tore the lion apart as one would have torn apart a young goat, though he had nothing in his hand. But he did not tell his father or his mother what he had done.

· He destroyed a thousand men with a jaw bone of a donkey 


Judges 15:16

Then Samson said: "With the jawbone of a donkey, heaps upon heaps, with the jawbone of a donkey I have slain a thousand men!" 

· He pulled off the post and gates of the city when they tried to keep him 

Judges 16:3

And Samson lay low till midnight; then he arose at midnight, took hold of the doors of the gate of the city and the two gateposts, pulled them up, bar and all, put them on his shoulders, and carried them to the top of the hill that faces Hebron.
His success was a "God Factor".

Today, our fight is not against flesh and blood but against principalities and powers of spiritual darkness.

We do not walk after the flesh but after the Spirit.

We do not walk by sight but by faith. 

We are led by the Spirit.

Romans 8:14

"For as many as are led by the Spirit of God, these are sons of God."
Our success is the "God Factor".

The Bible says, "it is not by might nor by power but by my Spirit".

In the New Testament - Jesus is our example.

Jesus lived in the power of the Holy Spirit

Luke 4:18

"The Spirit of the LORD is upon Me, Because He has anointed Me to preach the gospel to the poor; He has sent Me to heal the brokenhearted, to proclaim liberty to the captives and recovery of sight to the blind, to set at liberty those who are oppressed;"
His wisdom was a "God Factor"


His miracles were a "God Factor"

His victory over temptation and the devil was a "God Factor”

His triumph over death, hell and the grave was a "God Factor"

Jesus said,

"I am the true vine, and My Father is the vinedresser. 2 Every branch in Me that does not bear fruit He takes away; and every branch that bears fruit He prunes, that it may bear more fruit. 3 You are already clean because of the word which I have spoken to you. 4 Abide in Me, and I in you. As the branch cannot bear fruit of itself, unless it abides in the vine, neither can you, unless you abide in Me. 5 "I am the vine, you are the branches. He who abides in Me, and I in him, bears much fruit; for without Me you can do nothing. 6 If anyone does not abide in Me, he is cast out as a branch and is withered; and they gather them and throw them into the fire, and they are burned. 7 If you abide in Me, and My words abide in you, you will ask what you desire, and it shall be done for you. 8 By this My Father is glorified, that you bear much fruit; so you will be My disciples.

9 "As the Father loved Me, I also have loved you; abide in My love. 10 If you keep My commandments, you will abide in My love, just as I have kept My Father's commandments and abide in His love.   (John 15:1-10)
