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Sermon: The Impact of God’s Grace
Text: Hebrews 4: 14-16
Introduction
The writer of Hebrews tells us, “For we do not have a high priest who is unable to sympathize with our weaknesses, but we have one who has been tempted in every way, just as we are – yet was without sin.” 
Our Lord is personally touched by every calamity, pain, confusion and despair that befalls us. He knows exactly how to minister His grace in those times of need.

So how do we find grace? “Let us then approach the throne of grace with confidence, so that we may receive mercy and find grace to help us in our time of need”
1. God Dispenses His Grace through Revelations in our Trials

· Throughout Scripture, the greatest revelations of God’s goodness came to people in their times of trouble, calamity, isolation and hardship.

· These individuals in the Bible received great revelations of God in their darkest hour

· Job (Job 42: 2-5)

· John (Revelation 1:17-18)

· Jacob (Genesis 32:30)
· When calamity comes, we have a choice to make and we need to choose the good alternative.

2. God Dispenses His Grace Through His People

· This is one reason we are made partakers of His grace: to become channels of it (Phil. 1:7)
· God uses His own caring people to dispense His grace to others (Eph. 4:7)
· As we ourselves are being ministered by the Lord, we begin to build up a reservoir of God’s grace which can impact the lives of others in their time of need.
· Our present sufferings are producing something precious in our lives so that we can offer the gift of mercy and grace to others who are hurting.

CONCLUSION
· Be a good steward, or dispenser of God’s manifold grace

· God’s Word assures us, “weeping may remain for a night, but rejoicing comes in the morning” (Psalm 30:5).

· Something marvelous happens when we simply trust. A peace comes over us and it all happens by grace!
