:  THE MAKING OF A WORSHIPPER

True worshippers are made during dark, stormy nights.  How we respond to our storms determines just what kind of worshippers we are.

The Lord wants us  to come out of our storm as a worshipper.  God has a plan to bring us out as a shinning example of His faithfulness.

I.
Deliverance Of The Children Of  Israel (Exodus 14)


The Lord put Israel in their impossible situation for two reasons:

· The Lord tells us, “I will be honored upon Pharoah, and upon all His host; that the Egyptians may know that I am the Lord (v4)

· God wanted His people to enter their forthcoming wilderness journey as worshippers, whose testimony and witness would serve as a bright, shinning light to the world.

In the midst of their trial, God sent His people a three-point message:

· Fear not

· Stand still

· See the salvation of the Lord

Satan may come against you breathing every evil threat.  But at no time during your dark, stormy night is the enemy ever able to destroy you.

It was there, on dry ground in the midst of the Red Sea, that God sought to make His people worshippers.

II.
The Example Of Jacob In His Old Age (Hebrews 11:21)


“By faith, Jacob, when he was dying, blessed both the sons of Joseph; and worshipped, leaning upon the top of his staff”.  

Why is Jacob portrayed this way?

· Here was a man who had been through one storm after another.  So, what does Jacob do as he looks back on the events of his life?

· He is moved to worship.  He had proved God faithful beyond any shadow of a doubt.  He leans on his staff, marveling at the life and victories God had given him, “(he) worshipped”.

Conclusion

A true worshipper is one who experienced God’s love in their time of difficulty.

A true worshipper is one who has learned to trust God in the storm.  That is the rest God wants for His people, “No matter what comes, I will rest in His love for me”.  This is what makes a true worshipper.
