Sermon: Christmas – The Word Became Flesh
INTRODUCTION

The heart of the Christmas Story can be told in a single sentence.  That sentence is found in the Gospel of John Chapter 1 verse 14.

“And the Word became flesh and made His dwelling among us.  We have seen His glory, the glory of the One and only, who came from the Father, full of grace and truth.”

1. The First Part Of The Story

“The Word became flesh and made His dwelling among us”

· This child was God in the flesh.  Until this time we had known God only at a distance.  But, in Jesus, He was right here for all the world to see.

· This wasn’t God telling us about love. This was God showing us how to be loving.
· This wasn’t God telling us about forgiveness. This was God showing us how to be forgiving
· Jesus was God in the flesh.
2. The Second Part Of The Story

 “We have seen His glory, the glory of the One and only, who came from the Father.”
· This child, the Son of Mary and Joseph, was also the Son of the Father.  This was God’s Son.
· This was the Son of God coming to a spiritually confused world with a message of hope and the promise of life.

3. The Third Of  The Story

 “Full of Grace”

· Jesus came from God, walked among us 
in the flesh, and in everything He did, He showed that He was full of Grace

· When we were separated from God by sin and disobedience, grace came through Jesus Christ the Son of God who offered Himself on a cross so that we could live with God forever.
· The Final Part Of The Story

“Full of Truth”
· That simply means that what we find in Jesus is the real thing.
· When you meet Him you haven’t found the appearance of love and life, but you’ve found the essence of real love and life

CONCLUSION
· The Scripture reminds us that Christmas is about a baby ... sent by God … moved by love … to lead all of us safely home and into the arms of God.
· His Name is Jesus

· That’s the truth.  And that’s the Story of Christmas
