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INTRODUCTION

· The focus of Calvary Church is on the Risen Lord and our mission is souls for the Kingdom of God.

· The Lord has been speaking to us:

· To “ask” Him because He has given us a vision

· To  “ask” requires obedience and faith to give so that when we ask, we receive

Our Easter challenge is from Philippians 3:10

"… that I may know Him and the power of His resurrection, and the fellowship of His sufferings, being conformed to His death,"


The verse has two parts:

· “that I may know Him and the power of His resurrection"

· "the fellowship of His sufferings, being conformed to His death"

HOW CAN WE KNOW HIM?
· Moses and the burning bush  (Exodus 3 & 4)

· First God revealed Himself to Moses in the burning bush that was not consumed

(Exodus 3:2)

"And the Angel of the LORD appeared to him in a flame of fire from the midst of a bush. So he looked, and behold, the bush was burning with fire, but the bush was not consumed."

· Then God revealed His name  "I AM”

(Exodus 3:14)

And God said to Moses, "I AM WHO I AM." And He said, "Thus you shall say to the children of Israel, 'I AM has sent me to you.' "

· "I AM" means a “very present God” and an “unlimited God”

· When Moses persisted to know more, God revealed His power to Moses

(Exodus 4:1-2)

"Then Moses answered and said, "But suppose they will not believe me or listen to my voice; suppose they say, 'The LORD has not appeared to you.'  2 So the LORD said to him, "What is that in your hand?" He said, "A rod."

· Today, God wants to reveal His power to us at a time we need it most. To build the convention centre will take a miracle.

· This miracle power will not only work for the Church but also in your life, family and work.

· We must heed what God said to Moses

"What is that in your hand"  (Exodus 4:2)

For Moses, it was a rod.

· It was ordinary, common, cheap or little, unimpressive and it was of no significance.

· Today, what you have and can do may seem that way

· But that is all it takes for God to do a miracle.  

· God takes what we reject or find of little value. 

· With God, all things are possible!

· The rod became the tool, the avenue for God to work miracles.

· Moses only needed to obey and trust God for God to reveal His power.

· The widow in Zarephath (1 Kings 17:8-16)

(1 Kings 17:12)

So she said, "As the LORD your God lives, I do not have bread, only a handful of flour in a bin, and a little oil in a jar; and see, I am gathering a couple of sticks that I may go in and prepare it for myself and my son, that we may eat it, and die."

How did she experience God's miracle of supply?

· She believed the message of Elijah

(1 Kings 17:14)

For thus says the LORD God of Israel: 'The bin of flour shall not be used up, nor shall the jar of oil run dry, until the day the LORD sends rain on the earth.' "

· She obeyed and had faith 

(1 Kings 17:15)

"So she went away and did according to the word of Elijah; and she and he and her household ate for many days."

· The miracle happened

(1 Kings 17:16)

"The bin of flour was not used up, nor did the jar of oil run dry, according to the word of the LORD which He spoke by Elijah."

· The boy with five loaves and two fishes  (John 6:1-14)

Listen to Jesus

(John 6:5-6)

“ 5 Then Jesus lifted up His eyes, and seeing a great multitude coming toward Him, He said to Philip,  "Where shall we buy bread, that these may eat?" 6 But this He said to test him, for He Himself knew what He would do." 

· Jesus asked where they could buy bread just to test Philip

· Jesus knew what to do.

The boy had 5 loaves and 2 fishes – that speaks of what you have.

“Bite-size” means what is within your ability, your capability.

“What is in your hand” means use what you have.

A “bite-size” – like a rod. Ordinary, small, insignificant but use it for the glory of God. 

He will show you His power both to accomplish His purpose and to bless you.

May our desire be to know Him and the “power of His resurrection”.

Respond to the question God is asking, "What is in your hand?”
