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How can we make sure we are “unashamed” at the coming of Christ?  Curiously, it all has to do with the clothing we wear as seen in the Parable of the Wedding Banquet (Matt 22:1-14)

I.  First Group of Invited Guests (Matt 22:4-8)

· Invitations are given, but the guests “refused to come”.

· The king offers another invitation but this time the servants of the king are mistreated and killed.  The murderers are punished and the city is destroyed.

II.  Second Group Of  Invited Guests (Matt 22:9-10)

· The king’s invitation is re-extended

· This time, to everyone - “good and 

      bad”, or Jews and Gentiles

· We are the beneficiaries of a wide invitation. But a certain wardrobe is required.

III.  The Man Without Wedding Clothes (Matt 22:11-13)
· Here is a man who was at the right place, surrounded by the right people, but dressed in the wrong clothing.  He was cast from the presence of the king.

· The Bible tells us exactly the wardrobe God desires :

            Rom 13:14

            Gal 3:26-27
· God’s concern is with our spiritual garment, that is the righteousness of Christ.

Conclusion

· John urges us to live in Him so that when Christ comes back, we can be without fear and not ashamed in His presence (1 John 2:28)

· The righteousness of Christ is the only wardrobe God desires. It is the special garment that God gives you when you give your life to Him.

· God has only one requirement for entrance into heaven : that we be clothed in Christ (Rev. 3:4-5; 4:4; 19:14)
