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INTRODUCTION

· What goes on in your mind is what makes you.

(Proverbs 23:7)

"As a man thinketh, so is he"  

(Ephesians 4:20-24)

“20 But you have not so learned Christ, 21 if indeed you have heard Him and have been taught by Him, as the truth is in Jesus: 22 that you put off, concerning your former conduct, the old man which grows corrupt according to the deceitful lusts, 23 and be renewed in the spirit of your mind, 24 and that you put on the new man which was created according to God, in true righteousness and holiness.” 

· "Put off" former conduct or lifestyle, which is corrupt and goes after deceitful lust.
· "Put on" by being renewed in your mind, possessing the new nature.

· Maturing into manhood is about mentality

(1 Corinthians 13:11)

Paul said, "When I was a child, I spoke as a child, I understood as a child, I thought as a child; but when I became a man, I put away childish things”

· Childishness has to do with the way you think

· Our warfare is more than demonic - it includes childishness (the way you think)
(2 Corinthians 10:4-5)

Paul said,  “For the weapons of our warfare are not carnal but mighty in God for pulling down strongholds, 5 casting down [imagination] arguments and every high thing [pretension] that exalts itself against the knowledge of God, bringing every thought into captivity to the obedience of Christ”
“VAIN IMAGINATION”- FALSE WORLD
· The warfare of your mind is more than lust.  

· It includes depression, fear, and phobia – dysfunctional behavior
· Marriages can be “unreal imagination”
· Women have an imagination of their men – that which does not exist.
· Women see only the outside and imagine what the men are like; only to realize they had exercised vain imagination. They now have to fight with them to live with them.

“IMAGES” - IDOLS
Images have to do with how you are in looks, conduct and outcome.

Gates to images are: the eyes, nose, hands, mouths and ears – the five senses.

God uses these gates. 

· E.g. The Bible says, "Faith comes by hearing"  

· The language of the Holy Spirit is visions and dreams.

Images play a vital role in our lives but God hates idols – they are vain imagination.

· We must fight against images. 

· Images lead to idolatry.

· Women want to change their men 

· Whenever you want to make someone be what you imagine, it is making an idol.  

· The process of turning them into what you want them to be makes you a “witch”

· What brings changes is found in Ephesians 4:20-24

· It begins with 2 Corinthians 10:4 & 5.

“INFORMATION”- CLEAR INSTRUCTION FROM THE WORD OF GOD

· Without the Word of God, we are all failures because of sin

· Success is not measured by money, looks and education. These are worldly images and idols. 

· They have become our gods

· These gods become the means to destroy you.

· Many “successful” people die prematurely – they commit suicide

· Information must come from God's Word not from this world

· Only God’s Word brings salvation

· The Bible says, "thy word is a light into my path"  (Psalm 119:105)

· The challenge is to delete all the information we have learned from sources that are without God. These are vain imaginations.

CONCLUSION

(I Corinthians 11:1-7)

Imitate me, just as I also imitate Christ.  2 Now I praise you, brethren, that you remember me in all things and keep the traditions just as I delivered them to you. 3 But I want you to know that the head of every man is Christ, the head of woman is man, and the head of Christ is God. 4 Every man praying or prophesying, having his head covered, dishonors his head. 5 But every woman who prays or prophesies with her head uncovered dishonors her head, for that is one and the same as if her head were shaved. 6 For if a woman is not covered, let her also be shorn. But if it is shameful for a woman to be shorn or shaved, let her be covered. 7 For a man indeed ought not to cover his head, since he is the  image and glory of God; but woman is the glory of man.

· We need to see who the head is

· This is God's order.

· In the beginning God created the world and all in it including man. 

· Only then did He create woman.

· This is because she was special – a weaker vessel. Weaker not inferior, but fragile. Created delicate that's why she needs a covering – protection and the blessings.

· What does the covering of the head of a woman mean?

· It is an indication of submission to her husband

· Men's head are uncovered

· They have a direct and open relationship with God.

· They take responsibility and are accountable to God for the woman and the family God gives them

· They are to be the prophet, the king and the priest of their family. 

· The Church needs such men – masculine, God fearing and can be counted upon.
